You may begin saying verses to your assigned staff person upon arrival at SMA.  All 
the verses must be said by supper on Monday. 
 
SECTION 1: VERSES TO USE WHILE PRESENTING THE WORDLESS BOOK 
Gold Page John 3:16a “For God so loved the world…” 
 
Dark Page Romans 3:23a “For all have sinned…" 
 
Red Page Hebrews 9:22b “…and without the shedding of blood there is no  
 forgiveness" 
 1 Corinthians 15:3,4 “…Christ died for our sins, according to the  
 Scriptures; that he was buried, that he was raised on the third day 
 according to the Scriptures." 
 
Clean Page Acts 16:31  "Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved…" 
 Hebrews 13:5b  "…Never will I leave you; never will I forsake you."

Wednesday: Tell a friend how he can be made right with God. 
  Isaiah 43:10 "You are my witnesses," declares the LORD,  
         "and my servant whom I have chosen,…” 
 
Thursday:   God will hear and answer when you call on Him! 

Jeremiah 33:3 “Call to me and I will answer you and tell you 
great and unsearchable things you do not know.” 

 
Friday:   Listen to God and obey Him. 
 James 1:22 “Do not merely listen to the word, and so deceive
